Executive Summary: 

ETGSA is in need of a comprehensive Data Management System (DMS) in order to manage 
monitoring data, ensure SGMA compliance, and to facilitate the efficient administration of 
future programs and policies within ETGSA. 4Creeks, who provides technical support at 
professional services to ETGSA, has provided ETGSA with a Proposal (see Exhibit A) that 
outlines a 4-phase approach to developing such a system: 

• Phase 1 –Discovery, Development of Technical Specifications, and application 
wireframing 

• Phase 2 –Development (Database & Backend Development, Draft Front-End 
Development) 

• Phase 3 –User Interface Design, Testing, & Launch 
• Phase 4 –Maintenance 

The current proposal is to undertake Phase 1. The result of Phase 1 would be a Technical 
Specifications document that ETGSA can use to develop this DMS, either through seeking the 
continued services of 4Creeks or seeking the services of another professional entity.

Executive Summary: 

TH&Co has requested that GSA Management Areas be provided to them by May 10, in order to 
include these in various Subbasin Documents and incorporate these into the Monitoring Plan. 

Staff previously reviewed Management Area concepts with both the Executive and Stakeholder 
Committees, and recommended the use of four initial management area types within the GSP 
(see Exhibit A). Both committees approved these four initial management area types. Subject 
to final boundary updates (see comments below), the four management areas types would be 
composed of:   

• Community Management Areas 
o Porterville – Coterminous with COP’s UAB/General Plan Planning Area 
o Terra Bella – Coterminous with TB’s UDB and Overlay of TBID WQIP Boundary 
o Ducor – Coterminous with Ducor’s UDB and Overlay with DCSD Boundary 

• Cross-Boundary Management Area 
o KTWD 

• Subsidence Management Area 
o Note - Not delineated by Staff; defer to TH&Co’s final recommendation  

• Greater Tule Management Area 
o All lands not included within any of the above Management Areas 
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o Moved to accept the staff recommendation on groundwater account eligibility 
(Staff Recommendation – “Any verifiable individual and/or entity should be able 
to maintain a Groundwater Account.”) (Unanimous) – March 28, 2019 

o Moved to accept the staff recommendation (Staff Recommendation – “Should 
sufficient data at a future date indicate that transfers may cause undesirable 
impacts, the GSA should utilize the most efficient approach(es) to manage those 
impacts.”) (Unanimous) – March 28, 2019
